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Abstract: In order to provide more effective service and active the youth’ activity, small and
medium-sized cities should try their best to improve the youth’s satisfaction about entrepreneurship
service. After briefly introduced the basic situation of the related research, based on the factor
analysis method, it found out some factors which affect the satisfaction of the youth’s
entrepreneurial service in these cities. The survey shows that the overall satisfaction degree of the
youth entrepreneurship service in small and medium-sized cities still have plenty of room for
improvement. It also found that the satisfaction was affected by seven factors, such as the research
and development support services, the exchange and growth services and so on. In order to active
the youth more effectively, it puts forward some suggestions according these factors.
