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ABSTRACT

As an important form of Chinese economic organization, Sino-foreign joint ventures are different from state-owned
enterprises in terms of management system, business philosophy, ideology, cultural background, etc., which make them
have a relatively special aspect when carrying out party building work, and they can be used effectively. The political
core role of party organizations in joint ventures is a subject that requires in-depth study. This article compares the
similarities and differences between joint ventures and state-owned enterprises' party building work, and combines the
actual work to discuss in depth how to exert the political role of joint venture party organizations.
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
